A young Australian woman, Gemma 
Sisia, founded the school in 2002 with 
three students, one teacher, and a lot 
of support from her family, friends, 
and Australian Rotary Clubs.  From 
these humble beginnings has grown a 
primary and secondary school with 
over 1300 students.  The school 
offers a free, quality education to the 

poorest, brightest students in the area.  Worldwide sponsors cover the cost 
of students, tuition, books, uniforms, stationary, transportation, excursions, 
and meals. 
 
In 2005 the Grade 4 students took 
the Tanzanian National Examination 
and were Rated 3rd out of 204 
schools in their district; an 
enormous accomplishment.  In 
2008 the students at the end of 
primary school took the next level 
national exam and the overall average mark was 90.8%, placing St. Jude’s 
23rd out of 14,000 schools in the whole country.  These very poor children 
are truly receiving an excellent education, freeing them from a life of 
crippling manual labor or menial jobs, and providing Tanzania with 
educated citizens to help solve its many problems.
